Points to include for STA homework:
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Number the candles sequentially and this tells you how many working days there are between the different peaks and troughs.  These counts can be used later to calculate Time Targets.

Labelling the Waves is subjective; starting at day 24 (we do not have enough history to start before that) it could either be an N Wave down to day 18 or could continue on to day 12 forming a Wave 4.  Collapse down to 28 definitely and I Wave and from there to date definitely a P Wave.

To calculate the Price Target assume that Wave P is almost/already complete and that the Cloud will cap.  Note that averages are already pointing lower.  First target January’s low (being the most significant point on the chart because of the big bounce from it).  The second target could be a measured target based on the I Wave (where P is the correction between the two legs).  There are a variety of levels to choose from so suggest need more history to see previous price action to be able to choose between the four possibilities.  We would chose the one whose target was closest to a previous important low or high.

To calculate the next important Timespan target date would start day count from the low of January 22 and possibly the high of 11th October.  Any combination of the Basic Units will do.

The effectiveness of the Lagging Line (Chikou Span) is excellent.  Note how:

it holds above the cloud and candle 14th September

it is capped by candles 26 Sept

is capped by cloud 9 October, 26 Oct and 5 November

clings to candle 12 Nov

stops in middle of cloud 20 Nov

breaks below 26-day average 29 Nov

capped again by candle 9 January and today

A nice touch would be to also include here the effectiveness of the cloud.
